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BOOKING PROCEDURE

OXFORD CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE TRAINER SKILLS MODEL

The Oxford CSA Trainer Skills Model (Trainer model) may be booked for training purposes by any of the NHS Organisations in either the West Midlands or the Partners in Paediatrics (PiP) Partnership area.  The Trainer Model will be stored and maintained by Lesley Hines, PiP Project Support Manager.  Lesley is also responsible for booking arrangements.

Booking

1. Contact Lesley either by email: l.hines@nhs.net or telephone: 07792 256248 to check availability of dates.

2. Lesley will confirm if Trainer Model is available.

3. The booking form must be completed for all requests for use of the Trainer Model.
4. Lesley will discuss with Lead Trainer how the Trainer Model will be delivered and returned.  Wherever possible, the model will be delivered / collected by the Lead Trainer, or PiP personnel.  However, if necessary, arrangements could be made for delivery by courier for which PiP will cover costs.

5. If the Trainer Model is sent via courier Lesley will confirm by email to the lead trainer that it has been sent.

6. Lesley will confirm with the lead trainer when the Trainer Model has been received.

Cleaning

After each use the lead trainer is responsible for cleaning the Trainer Model using moist wipes (in the model case) or non abrasive cloth and warm soapy water.
Damage

If the Trainer Model is damaged in any way the organisation using will be fully responsible for all replacement costs incurred.
