	Presentation by Maybelle Wallis, Chair of the Children's Clinical Pathway Group.

The presentation by Maybelle Wallis was very well received. There was discussion around how PIP could link in and support the work being undertaken on the development of pathways, building on the  work that PiP has done. 
It was agreed that this could be a good topic for the PIP / SHA Open Day.  One suggested theme was working jointly with Commissioners to develop & commission pathways.

 2.  Minutes of the last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting held on 16th January 2008 were accepted as a true record.

3. Matters arising
Surgery Workshop: Held 30th January 08
The surgery workshop was well attended.  There were a number of excellent presentations, including one from Richard Stewart, Honorary Secretary of BAPS.  Overall the workshop concluded that it would be beneficial for PiP, working in conjunction with the SHA, to carry out more work on the standards.   The report from the day will be finalised and circulated.
Letter to PCTs (re additional funding)

Stuart Poynor had written to PCTs in the PiP area asking for a one off contribution of £5,000  - to generate a fund to facilitate the development of the business case for additional resources for paediatric rheumatology services.  The letter had a good response; additional funds were secured from Wolverhampton City PCT, South Staffs PCT, and Worcestershire PCT.

Meeting with Martin Smith re: Neurology work

Dr Martin Smith, Paediatric Neurologist, is keen to take forward the Neurology project. He has agreed to update the 2002 neurology report, and will share with the Neurology Network Group at the next meeting scheduled for November 08.

4. Updates on work of the West Midlands Configuration Group and Locality Work 

In response to “Investing for Health” and the NHS Next Stage Review, the SHA required local health economies to set up 8 clinical pathway development groups, one being for children’s health.  There is a requirement to look in detail at “challenged” services, including acute paediatrics.
The pathway development work in Shropshire has external facilitators. Partners in Paediatrics are providing managerial assistance and financial support for a stakeholder engagement event.

Vicky Brain, PiP Project Manager, has been part of ‘The Children’s Pathway Development Group’ (CPDG).  The main emphasis of Vicky’s work is around gathering evidence for key issues and ensuring stakeholder engagement. 

A combined stakeholder event for all the 8 pathway development groups was held in Telford on 1 February 2008.  This was facilitated by Bob Sang, Professor of public and patient involvement in health, London South Bank University and director of a practice focussed on the engagement of key stakeholders in service development. The event was designed to discuss the process of pathway development with stakeholders and to seek their views regarding the key issues to consider.  

The CPDG held a stakeholder event of its own, in Telford on 14 April, aimed at parents and the general public.  PiP agreed to fund the venue and facilitation costs were paid by the SHA.
There will be another combined stakeholder event on 7 May 2008.

5. Child Protection project

Work on the Child Protection project is being progressed.  At the last Steering Group meeting, it had been agreed that PiP would organise a workshop and present the work that had been undertaken to date, inviting key Commissioners to attend.  

However, additional Project Management Support has now been secured.  PiP are pleased to report that Jenny Hawkes (previously Commissioner with Cheshire & Eastern PCT), will now be working with PiP on a Consultancy basis to take the work forward, and liaise with the relevant Commissioners.  Jenny has considerable expertise in this area of work.
Action: Stuart to contact Graham Urwin, CEO at Stoke-on-Trent PCT and other Commissioners to gain their support for this work.
6. Paediatric Anaesthetics Group 

Paediatric Anaesthesia & Recovery Training (PART)
Following the discussion about this at the SG meeting in Jan 08.  It had become apparent that there was a training need for recovery nurses & ODPs (who ordinarily care for adults) to boost their confidence and skills in caring for children. The Anaesthetic group had agreed to take this forward and develop the course.

The package will compromise:

A core syllabus, a theory training day / session with standardised presentations / tutorials. There will be a competency pack, with defined competencies, procedures and skills that the staff will work through on their return to their base hospital.
The course should be relatively ‘self-funding’, with each hospital involved agreeing to

deliver a course. The group is currently working on the Theory Course and the Competencies. The teaching courses will need to be developed.
The issue of accreditation was discussed. It is felt that those involved in this work, would benefit if the course was accredited.  This issue is being explored.

Anaesthetics Study Day – 18th April 2008
The Network’s Annual Study Day was held at Stafford General Hospital.  The organisers were the joint Chairs of the Network group -  Dori Ann from Stafford General Hospital and Imogen Billingham , Alder Hey Children’s Hospital. 
The day was very well attended received and excellent feedback received.
7. PiP / SHA Open Day
The Open day will be taking place late Sept/ early Oct, but exact date TBC.
8. Any Other Business
a) Steve Cropper chairs the National Institute for Health's Research for Patient Benefit Programme Committee for West Midlands.  The programme encourages close collaboration between the NHS and Universities and funds research that will have short term impact to improve frontline care practice or public health practice.
